In 1893, 33 years after Dr, Eastlake introduced American dentistry
to Japan in 1860, a Japanese dentist, Dr, Noda, opened a private clinic
at Inchon. This was the begimning of dentistry in Korea, ILater in 190k,
Japanese established the Hanseong Hospital, which included a dental ce-
paritment. After the establishment of Japanese army headquarters in Korea,
a department of dental surgery was set up. In 1907, an American dentist,
Dr. David Edward Hahn, and a Japansse dentis®, Dr. Ihizuka opened a dental
clinic. In 1910, the Dashan Hospital was designated as the Government-
General Hospital, in which dental surgeons served on the staff of the sur-
gical department. In 1916, the dental department was separated from the
surgical department and Dr, Nagira was appointed the first chief of the.

 In the dental course the pattern can be subdivided into ten areas;
operative dentistry, dental prosthetics, periodontology, oral surgery,
pedodonties, radiology, preventive dentistry, dental materials, oral
pathology, oral anatomy and oral histology.

In our dental education the most striking change over the past
three years has been made by the instruction of the two-year predental
requirement, This is an important step toward improving the quality of
student who enters dentistry and toward developing the dental sciences
in this country.

Faculty _

The 18 staff members of this college include 19 who hold authorized
positions, the remainder being "special faculty," A1l have either the
Bachelor of Dental Surgery frem Seoul National University or Tokyo Dental
College in Japan, -In addition to this'degree, several of the faculty
members have obtained additional degrees; three have received the degree
of Doctor of Medical Science from Seoul National University; ten have re-
ceived the M, S, degree from the same University; one has obtained the
Dr.med.dent, from Munster Urniversity in West Germany; and the other one
has obtained the D.D,S. degree from Indiana University in America,

The major faculty carries most of the teaching load in didactic
and considerable of the load in clinical teaching, WMinor faculty assi-
sts in where it is needed, Currently the teaching load for the members
of the major faculty is too heavy for the clinical and the pertinent .

Graduate Education ,

The Graduate Scheool of Scoul National University offers two courses
leading to masteral and doctoral degrees, These graduate courses in the
- dental field are specislized in five major fields; oral surgery, dental
prosthetics, operative dentistry, oral pathology and oral anatomy. To
achieve this higher degree, two years academic course and master's the-
sis are required, Thus it qualifies a student for the degree of Master
of Science in Dentistry. And, as a result of four more years of vigor-
ous study and being tested to the satisfaction of authoritative sxamin-
ing committee, the Doctor's degree of Dental Science is confered by a
thesis for the doctorate,

Licensing and the National Board Examination .

The licensure regulatlons administered by the Ministry of Health
and Social Affairs do not operate to establish the competence of gr=
- duates, The system of testing graduwates in mainly for clinical dental
sciences insures that a great majority of the dentists will poss the
examination. Passing the examination, thqy are given a license for the

Thanks to postwar U. S, Armed Forces aid to Korea, the 500 student
Yental College has a rather satisfactory supply cf dental equipment,
Tnstruments 2re scarce, Graduates coming to the intermship program have
an average of ten hand instruments, two books, and a supply of stones
and burs which fit into a 35 mm. color film container. :

' The library at the Seoul Naticnal University Dental College contains
‘a fair number of Japanese and English texts., There is practically no den-
a2l literature in the Korean lzanguage. The experience is loss of books
has led the faculty to make access to the facilities of the library by
the students somewhat difficult. '

The cost of dental service has kept clinical instruction at a mini-
mimn, so most of the instruction is by lectures in the Korean language by |
professors who have read and studied Japanese texts. There is a growing -
number of instructors who have studied in America, so that there is a
trend toward the use of American textbooks and a greater acceptance of
Amsrican dental technics.
